Hatficld’s aviation story is not only local
but global in its impact, and this talk
promises to be both engaging and
memorable. With triumph, tragedy and
lessons that still echo today, it will bring to
life a chapter of history that many will
remember hearing about., but few will
know in depth.

Hatficld has along history. from Elizabeth I to the first tank trials, but arguably
its greatest single impact was as the birthplace of the jetairliner. Developed by
De Havilland in the aftermath of war it achieved remarkable results, but
ultimately shaped aviation history in a far more deadly way. Presenting its
wumultous story from conception to calamity, the *Comets” were a turning point
in British aviation history that would change the world, and leave warnings for
future aircraft design.
